If there is no state or county shield,
look for a street name sign. It may say
county or state highway with a number.
If so, contact the state or county. If
not, start with the local jurisdiction.
Even if they do not have maintenance
responsibility, they can help you figure
out who does.

If in a city or village, contact the DPW.
Otherwise, start with the town highway
department.
